His psychiatrist said,  "I don't need to see you anymore Wil-

lie. Whatever it is you have don't lose it." Willie replied, "I have Jesus Christ and Celebrate Re-

covery!"  Another man called Les had been on Methadone for years following Heroin addiction and 

he in now 'clean' for several months  and has given up smoking for 13 days now.
